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TIKI TIME TWO

Fabric, ¾ oz ripstop:
1
25” x 45” Main Color – face

Scrap fabric for face details

Tail, 6” wide x 36 ft long, fabric 

1 pc
1” x 2” sticky back ripstop

Spars: 

3
3/16” x 48” wood dowels

1
1/8” x 48” fiberglass

Other parts:

3/16” end caps

1/8” end caps

1 set
1” x 2.5” Velcro

¾” x 2” Dacron

10’
bridle line, 50# 
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1. Mark 4” down from each corner. Marks will all be on the 45” sides. Call those Point A.

2. Hem both 25” edges. Mark a line ½” from the edge. Fold to the line. That gives you a ¼” single fold hem.

3. Find and mark the center of each 25” side. Call those Point B.

4. From the center point, measure 2.75” to both the right and left side and mark both points. Do both ends. Call these points, Point C.

5. Fold on line AC. Fold to the back side of sail. Stitch down. 

6. On the back side, mark a line 1.25” in from each 45” edge.

7. Decide which end is top, which end is bottom.

8. Fold edge to marked line.
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At one end, stitch across to close. Be sure to back stitch or otherwise tie off both ends. This will be the top of the kite

10. Leave a 2” space, then stitch down to bottom of kite, sew across the end to close the pocket. Be sure to back stitch both ends. Keep stitching close to raw edge of fabric. You are creating a tunnel pocket for the 3/16” spars.
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Take the 4 pieces of the ¾” x 2” Dacron. Fold to make pockets. Stitch around each.

12. Measure 10” down from each corner. This marks the Center Line of each pocket placement.

13. Center a pocket at each marked point. Place the fold of the pocket even with the fold of the tunnel. Stitch into place. DO NOT close the tunnel.

14. Fold sail in half with right sides together.

15. On the wrong side, measure 8” down from the top edge. Mark for the top bridle point. Reinforce with a 1” square piece of sticky back ripstop.

16. On the wrong side, measure up 10” from the bottom edge. Mark for the lower bridle point. Reinforce with a 1” x 1” piece of sticky back ripstop.

17. Hot cut both points.

18. Refold the sail in half with the right sides out, wrong sides together. 

19. Pin or tape to keep in position.
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Measure down 11.75” from the top edge and ¾” in from the fold and mark that point, Point E. 

21. Draw a stitching line from point E to point C.

22. Keep the sail folded. Sew from the center of the kite across top edge for 2.75” to Point C, turn and sew to Point E. Back stitch both ends. This makes your keel.

23. Separate the Velcro. Use one piece to make a pocket. Put fuzzy side out. 

24. Sew to center point of bottom edge.

25. Add face appliqué. Use white thread. Color later with permanent markers. Be sure to incorporate some of your contrasting color in the face. You don’t need to be realistic.

26. Cut the 3/16” wood dowels to fit the center spar position and in the two wing tunnels. Put on end caps

27. The top spreader of 1/8” fiberglass is about 20.5”.

28. The lower spreader of 1/8” fiberglass is about 22”.

29. Allow the kite sail to form a dihedral. Do not stretch the sail tight.

30. Make tail. Use your leftover pieces. 

31. Use the other section of Velcro to at the top of the tail and attach to pocket. 

32. This kite needs a tail. Less tail for lower winds, more tail for higher winds. You may want to make your tail in 2 pieces to satisfy different wind ranges.

33. Cut 3 – 8” pieces of bridle line.
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Tie each piece into a circle.

35. Tie a loop at each end of the main length of bridle line.

36. Larkshead 1 – 8” circle at each bridle point

37. Larkshead the main bridle loop to each bridle point.

38. Use final 8” circle as the tow point. Use Prussic knot to attach.
